STATEMENT OF WORK


1.0
Scope or Work
This statement of work lists the minimum requirements for the procurement of wide area and local area paging services.  These services shall be provided to the Department of Energy Oak Ridge Operations (ORO).  The system shall service an estimated 500 pagers at cutover, and shall be expandable up to 700 pagers if requested by ORO.  A list of definitions is provided at the end of this Section C.

The present paging service consists of approximately 21 nationwide digital pagers, 55 nationwide alpha pagers, 435 local and wide area alpha pagers, and 6 local and wide area digital pagers.

2.0
Paging Service Implementation
The implementation of the paging system and service shall be completed within 15 calendar days after award of the contract.  Implementation of paging service includes all components of this specification.  If required, the Seller shall provide on –site personnel to coordinate and expedite the transition from the existing contractor and to ensure transition within the 30 day period.

3.0
System Requirements

3.1
General

The paging system includes the hardware, firmware, software, and communication facilities, maintenance, administration, and operations support and all pertinent documentation required to initiate, operate and maintain paging service.  In addition, the Seller shall provide electronic access to the paging system, along with instruction, to enable the Government representative (s) to independently program pagers (other than Nationwide) on a 24 hour, 7- day – week basis (i.e. emergency requests).  Pager unit’s mush have the capability and ability to be alerted by the existing Octel and any future voice mail systems.  The paging system shall support group cell capability for both alpha and alphanumeric local and wide area pagers.

Pager message Entry for Existing Modem Based Software Packages (ORO Beepsmart)
Seller shall provide Telocator Alphanumeric Protocal (TAP) compliant connectivity for the submission of alphanumeric pages to the seller’s paging system.  Local or toll-free modem dial-in numbers must be provided.  Adequate TAP dial-in capacity must be provided to allow an average TAP message transfer time of one minute or less.  

Internet Based Pager Message Entry
In addition to the above, the seller shall provide web-based Internet connectivity and an appropriate server to allow alphanumeric pager message entry into the seller’s paging system of alphanumeric pages.  Support for either Simple Network Paging Protocol (SNPP) or via web browsers such as Netscape Navigator or Microsoft Internet Explorer is acceptable.  The message entry system mush support pager user name menus with password protected access to the server.  The seller’s Internet paging service shall be capable of paging both alphanumeric and numeric only pagers.

3.2 Operating Frequency Requirements

The paging system, including link transmitters, shall utilize the Seller’s licensed operating frequencies.  Interference with existing government communication systems shall not be allowed.  Installation of radio equipment, including repeaters, transmitters or receivers, shall be coordinated with and approved by the Department of Energy, Oak Ridge Operations (ORO) Frequency Manger.  Any additional transmitters, towers, sites, terminals, and other hardware/software necessary to provide complete and adequate coverage, as described in Section 
3.3, are to be provided by the Seller at no additional expense to the Government.  A description of the paging system utilized by the Seller, including operating frequencies, transmitter locations and a copy of the current Federal Communication Commission (FCC) license for the system shall be furnished to the Government for review.

3.3 Paging Service Coverage Areas

The coverage areas considered for paging service are: (1) Local Area Paging; (2) Wide Area Paging; and (3) Nationwide Paging coverage areas.

Local Area Paging
The coverage area for the Local Area paging service is described on the map in Attachment 1. The pagers shall provide full reliable paging service in all areas of the ORO Federal Building, including the basement and vault type areas, and any buildings temporarily leased by ORO in Oak Ridge.  In addition, full reliable paging service is required at BWXT Y-12, National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA),  UT-Battelle, and East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP) .  Specifically, the areas listed below in the following buildings at those sites: UT-Battelle – DOE Site Office at Bldg. 4500 North and SNS Building 8600, MS-LM-14,   including the Qwest Central Office in the Basement of Building 4500 North; Y-12 Area Office Buildings 9106 and 9204-1 - DOE Site Office at Bldg. 9704-2 and the Qwest Central Office in Building 9702-1; ETTP – DOE Site Office in Bldg. K-1001 and the Qwest Central Office in the Building K1039-1.  Full reliable paging service is defined as messages received 100 percent error free for all types or pagers 99 percent of the time within the coverage area. 

Wide Area Paging
The coverage area for the Wide Area paging service is described on the map in Attachment 1.  The pagers must provide full reliable paging service for all types of pagers 100 percent error free 95 percent of the time within the coverage area.

Nationwide Paging
The Seller shall provide pagers and connectivity to a paging service throughout the Continental United States.  User access to this paging service shall be via to a toll-free, i.e., 888/800/877 telephone service.  The pagers must provide full reliable paging service 100 percent error free 95 percent of the time within the coverage area.  Specifically, full reliable paging service must be provided in the following areas where DOE has facilities:  Washington, DC; Albuquerque, NM; Chicago, IL; Las Vegas, NV; Oakland/San Francisco, CA; Richland, WA; Denver, CO; Augusta, GA; Norfolk, VA.  Vendor should provide 10-15 spares which include alpha and digital.
The Government reserves the right to withhold 5 percent of total invoice payment for the first calendar day that full reliable coverage as described above is not met within the Local, Wide, and Nationwide, with an additional 1 percent withheld each calendar day thereafter until full reliable coverage, as defined above, is restored.  Percentage of full reliable coverage in these areas will be monitored by user complaints.

3.4 System Reliability

The paging system design shall incorporate redundancy to insure that a single failure at any point in the system will not interrupt service.  In addition, the system shall have a backup power system to insure the paging system remains operational for a minimum of 72 hours during limited commercial power outages.

The paging system must have a 99.9% annual availability.

The Maximum delivery time for All pagers entered shall be not greater than six (6) minutes from time of call termination.  The desired optimal delivery time shall be not greater than two (2) minutes from time of call termination.

4.0
Capacities

The system shall have the capacity to support 500 numeric and alphanumeric pagers with a growth capacity to at least 700 pager units without incurring additional cost for the increase other than the already established monthly lease charge per pager.  Unlimited pages shall be allowed on all pagers at a flat monthly rate with no additional charge for overcalls.

5.0
Pager Requirements
a. All pagers shall be supplied and maintained by the Seller.  Pagers shall be no larger than 3” by 2” and store a minimum number of pages as follows:  Digital pagers – 4 received messages.  Alphanumeric pagers – 10 unread messages, 10 read messages, 10 personnel messages.  The same parameters apply to “Nationwide Pagers”.
c. Pagers shall provide multiple addressing.
d. Pagers shall have illuminated displays to support readability during conditions varying from bright sunlight to total darkness.

e. Pagers shall primarily be of a type work on a belt or clipped to a pocket.

f. Pagers shall be constructed of durable materials to withstand extremes of weather, shocks from dropping, moisture, static discharges, etc.

g. Pagers shall utilize standard readily available batteries (either disposable “AA” or “AAA” batteries).

h. Pagers shall have date and time stamp, memory, beep or vibrate option, and alarm capability.  The alphanumeric pagers shall have both text and numeric capability.

i. Spare pagers shall be supplied to ORO in predetermined programming modes for issuance as replacements or additions.  The supply shall include appropriate quantities of all types of pagers in service.  The Seller and ORO shall jointly establish the desired levels of supply at approximately 1% of each pager type in service.

j. The transmission format shall be left to the discretion of the Seller; however, the format must be compatible for numeric and alphanumeric paging services.

6.0
 Batteries

Batteries shall be provided to ORO at no additional cost.
Batteries shall not be of the type that contains materials identified as hazardous, requiring special handling, or disposal.  The preferred battery size and type are “AA” and “AAA” and alkaline.

7.0 
Pagers Access Requirements
The telephone numbers utilized to support pagers service shall adhere to the following conditions:
a. Pagers shall be accessed by dialing a single telephone number.  A system requiring the dialing of a telephone number plus an additional code to access a pager is unacceptable.
b. Pagers shall be accessed via telephone number from anywhere with the Official Oak Ridge Federal Integrated Communications Network Regional Service Area as a local call without incurring long distance toll charges.  This Regional Service Area is defined as Knox County and all counties around Knox County.

c. Pager telephone numbers shall be grouped within common prefix until all available numbers are exhausted.

8.0 
Operations and Administration Requirements
This section contains and describes the various functions of the Seller necessary to properly support the implementation and continuing service of the agreement.
8.1 Response
Response to service request shall be handled within one (1) hour after notification during normal hours of work (8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday) and within (4) four hours during off-normal hours.  Normal hour’s service requests shall be processed during normal work hours.  Special, priority, or emergency service requests will require response outside of normal work hours and on Government observed holidays.  The Seller shall provide a maintenance work response plan detailing how maintenance/repair requests shall be expedited during service interruption, along with an emergency Point of Contact to provide updates on system problems.

8.2 Materials

The Seller shall deliver any required materials to the Government at the Government’s designated location.  The Government shall provide this information at the Post Award Conference.  Materials shall include, but are not limited to pagers, batteries consoles, software, billing media, instruction booklets, reports, etc.
8.3 Repair and Replacement

The Seller shall be responsible for repair or replacement of defective equipment at no cost to the Government, including batteries.  There shall be no additional charge for pagers swapped for cosmetic purposes (i.e., smaller, different display, etc.).
8.4 Communication Hot Line

The Seller shall provide a “hot-line” to facilitate communications between ORO 


and the Seller.  This may be provided by a designated telephone number that will be answered 24 hours a day, seven days a week, or a dedicated communication link.  The type of interface shall be mutually agreed upon the time of award.  The dedicated communication link shall be approved by the Contracting Officer’s Representative.
8.5 Liaison

The Seller shall provide the name of an individual designated to function as the primary liaison to represent the Seller on an ongoing basis.  This representative shall be accessible to the Government representative(s) for consultation, resolution of discrepancies and other administrative matters.

9.0 Billing Reports
Billing to the Government shall be in accordance with the Bid Price Equipment Schedule Sheet.  Delivery of billing shall be within five working days of the end of the billing cycle.  The billing shall provide detailed information, including but not limited to, type of pager, amount of each typed provided, cost per pager, and pager numbers associated with user names.  Bills will be delivered either by Seller’s representative or other delivery service providing verification of delivery to the Government’s designated representative.

10.0 Training
The Seller shall provide training on all applicable aspects of the paging service to designated ORO employees or representatives.  As new offerings of paging services are made, the appropriate training shall be made available to the Government.  Training shall be provided on Government premises at times mutually agreeable to the Government and the Seller.  A maximum of five (5) sessions shall be conducted annually.

11.0 Acceptance Testing

The Government reserves the right to request pagers for field testing prior to award of the contract.  The pager shall be activated and configured in compliance with specification.

Definitions


Coverage Area: A specified geographic area in which the customer is supported by paging service.

Cutover: The physical change from one system or service to another.  The initiation of a new paging service and culmination of the old paging service.


Full Coverage: The geographic area the Government expects to receive full penetration and deliverability of all pages.

Nationwide Paging: Connection to a paging system and service (i.e. Sky Page) that provides paging coverage throughout the Continental United States.


Paging System: The hardware, firmware, software, and facilities necessary to provide paging services.  


Penetration: The extent of coverage within geographic areas and buildings that will insure that a sent message is receivable and readable by the receiving device.


System Redundancy: Complete duplication of all hardware, firmware, software, and communication facilities to ensure there is no “single point to failure”.


System: System for this document includes the hardware, software, firmware, and facilities necessary to provide services to ORO.


User: A specific individual who is issued a pager and is connected to the paging service.


Wide Area: The coverage area receiving full penetration and delivery of pages during normal operations.  Cities within the Wide Area include, i.e., Oak Ridge, Kingston, Harriman, Oliver Springs, Lenoir City, Maryville, Pigeon Forge, Gatlinburg, Clinton, Lake City, and Knoxville.

Time of performance (i.e., hours of the day, days of the week, etc.)

Place of performance of the services.
(b)
If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for, performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether or not changed by the order, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment in the contract price, the delivery schedule, or both, and shall modify the contract.

(c)
The contractor must assert its right to an adjustment under this clause within 30 days from the date of receipt of the written order.  However, if the Contracting Officer decides that the facts justify it, the Contracting Officer may receive and act upon a proposal submitted before final payment of the contract.

(d)
If the Contractor’s proposal includes the cost of property made obsolete or excess by the change, the Contracting Officer shall have the right to prescribe the manner of the disposition of the property.

(e)
Failure to agree to any adjustment shall be a dispute under the Disputes clause.  However, nothing in this clause shall excuse the Contractor from proceeding with the contract as changed.
