REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS FOR SECURITY PROTECTIVE FORCE SERVICES FOR THE NATIONAL NUCLEAR SECURITY ADMINISTRATION NEVADA SITE OFFICE (NNSA/NSO) (DE-RP08-03NV14390)

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE), National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) has prepared and issued this solicitation as a total small business set-aside and is requesting interested small businesses to submit proposals and compete for the award to provide security protective force services for the NNSA Nevada Site Office (NSO), to include the Nevada Test Site (NTS) and Las Vegas area NSO facilities, NSO contractor facilities, and other facilities as assigned by NSO.  The North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS) code for this effort is 561612 with a size standard of $10.5 million.  The contract type will be Cost Plus Award Fee (CPAF).  The term of the contract will be a basic three-year period with one two-year option.  This cover letter is a summary of the salient elements of the acquisition; however, it is not an integral part of the Request for Proposal (RFP).  In the event of any inconsistency between this letter and the RFP, the RFP shall govern.

The NTS, a 1,375-square-mile federal reservation located approximately 65 miles north of Las Vegas, Nevada, is operated and controlled by NNSA/NSO.  The primary missions of NNSA/NSO are to maintain readiness to resume the conduct of underground nuclear tests and to support stockpile stewardship operations.  Currently, there are approximately 26 armed security stations at the NTS, some of which are operated 24 hours per day.  In addition, testing/stockpile stewardship program activities periodically result in a requirement for approximately 20-30 temporary posts during a workweek, ranging from one shift to several weeks.  Requirements can fluctuate very rapidly.  In Las Vegas there are approximately 14 stations, some of which require 24-hour coverage.

The incumbent contractor, Wackenhut Services, Inc. (WSI), is currently authorized about 135 uniformed protective and supervisory personnel in the security force and about 100 additional personnel in clerical, administrative, and management functions.  Any successor contractor must recognize and bargain in good faith with the current certified collective bargaining agents.  The Independent Guard Association of Nevada, Local No. 1, represents the uniformed protective personnel.  NNSA/NSO prefers the retention of existing personnel where they meet the offeror’s standards.  

It is anticipated that all facilities, equipment, and supplies will be government-furnished, with the exception or uniforms, which the selected contractor will provide.
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A cost-plus-award-fee contract, pursuant to Subpart 16.3 of the Federal Acquisition Regulations, will result from this solicitation.  Sections A through J of the attached RFP represent the draft contract and will be the basis for the contractual relationship between NNSA/NSO and the selected offeror.  There will be a transition period of up to 90 days after contract award.

Your proposal should fully comply with all instructions contained in the RFP.  Failure to do so could result in your proposal being considered unacceptable and/or could cause delays and misunderstandings which could otherwise be avoided.  Part IV, Section L, of this RFP contains general information and instructions on the preparation and submission of proposals.  The work to be performed under the contract resulting from this solicitation is set forth in Section C of the RFP.

The RFP does not commit the Government to pay any costs incurred in the preparation and submission of a proposal or to procure or contract for any services or supplies.  It is also brought to your attention that the only individual who can legally commit the Government to the expenditure of funds in connection with this proposed procurement is the Contracting Officer.  

All applicable sections of the “Representations and Certifications” (Part IV, Section K) must be completed and returned with your proposal.  If your proposal is for a joint venture, all members of the joint venture must sign the proposal and complete separate Representations and Certifications.

The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with Offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)).  Therefore, the Offeror's initial proposal should contain the Offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint.  The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Government later determines them to be necessary.

This solicitation includes the requirement that the offeror must be free from foreign ownership, control, or influence to be considered for award.  Attention is directed to this requirement and the instructions contained in Section L of the solicitation for providing written evidence of conformance and acceptance.  The solicitation also includes an Advanced Cost Understanding that requires the successful offeror to assume management and administration of existing pension plans for both bargaining and non-bargaining employees.  

Your proposal must be electronically submitted as designated in Section L.13, no later than 5:00 PM Pacific Standard Time on March 15, 2004 and have an acceptance period of not less than 180 days thereafter.  (CAUTION:  Late Proposals, Modifications, and Withdrawals of Proposals will be treated in accordance with Section L.2(c)(3), entitled “Submission, Modification, Revision, and Withdrawal of Proposals.”)

A site tour of the NTS will be held on February 24, 2004.  Only U.S. citizens may obtain access to the NTS for purposes of this tour.  The tour will be limited to two attendees from each prospective proposer.  The Instructions and Information for Participants for the Optional Tour of the Nevada Test Site and Selected Security Related Facilities will be found in the RFP under Section L, Attachment L-2, entitled “Tour of Nevada Test Site and Selected Security-Related Facilities.”  This information is also enclosed with this letter.  The instructions include form NV-205, “Information Required from Uncleared U.S. Citizens for Issuance of a NSO Security Badge.”  All tour participants must complete the NV-205, unless they possess a current DOE access authorization.  To register by mail, form NV-205 must be completed for each participant and received by NNSA/NSO, P. O. Box 98518, Las Vegas, NV  89193-8518, Attn:  Cyle Iverson, Security Preproposal Conference Tour, no later than February 20, 2004.  An alternate method of registering for the tour is to fax form NV-205 to 702-295-0134, Attn:  Cyle Iverson, Security Preproposal Conference Tour.

A preproposal conference will be held on February 25, 2004 at 9:00 AM local Las Vegas time (see Section L.13).  The conference will be held at the NNSA/NSO Nevada Support Facility, 232 Energy Way, North Las Vegas, Nevada, for the purpose of discussing the requirements of this RFP and answering written questions from prospective offerors.  Written questions will be answered by a written amendment to the RFP.  As much as possible, NNSA plans to provide answers to Offeror’s questions at the preproposal conference.  Therefore, Offerors shall submit written questions or comments concerning the Request for Proposal through the DOE e-center IIPS web site no later than (by) February 18, 2004.  Written questions can also be submitted at the Preproposal Conference, but may not be answered at that time.  The conference may assist you in making a determination as to whether or not you desire to submit a proposal.  Individuals planning to attend the Preproposal Conference must notify, in writing, Mr. Juan Williams at the address prescribed in Section L.13(s) of the solicitation.

This RFP will be issued electronically as will any amendments thereto.  Because of this, the Government is under no obligation and is in fact unable to maintain a COMPLETE bidders mailing list.  It is therefore incumbent upon any interested parties to periodically access the Internet address listed below in order to obtain any amendments, which may be issued.  Failure to obtain any amendments and to respond to them prior to the date and time set for receipt of proposals may render your proposal nonresponsive and result in rejection of the same.
