STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR PHYSICAL AND CHEMICAL CONTROL OF BRUSH AND TREES AROUND TRANSMISSION LINE TOWERS AND TRANSMISSION LINE RIGHT-OF-WAY IN CALIFORNIA

1.0 PURPOSE

The specific objectives of Western's integrated vegetation management program all relate to the underlying need to ensure reliable operation of the federal transmission system. Specific vegetation management objectives include: (1) the prevention of operation hazards by controlling danger trees that would grow into conductors, causing short circuits and outages; and (2) the management of areas around transmission structures that are kept free of trees and shrubs to allow a safe working space for crews during routine maintenance and emergency repairs.

It is therefore an objective of Western's integrated vegetation management program to establish stable, low-growing plant communities on rights-of-way when possible, such as grasses and certain shrubs. This type of plant community would be compatible with transmission line facilities, serving as environmentally acceptable and useful ground cover, and naturally retarding the re-growth of tall-growing vegetation. Western intends to reduce the frequency of future right-of-way maintenance operations and potential interruption of electrical service.

2.0 GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK

Vegetation management services performed by the Contractor will be two-fold: (1) to control vegetation around transmission towers and (2) along transmission Right-of-Way (ROW). Services include: (1) to physically cut all hardwoods (re-growth and volunteer) and treat the cut surface with an herbicide around transmission tower and (2) apply the appropriate herbicide mixture to all undesirable vegetation (brush) along the transmission ROW. Vegetation management services may also include herbicide application along Western’s legal access road.                                  

2.1 Location and Description:

The work areas are located on easements and rights-of-way located on Federal lands (Bureau of Land Management, Forest Service, and National Park Service) and private property. No herbicide application shall take place on United States Forest Service or United States Bureau Land Management properties. Refer to Western POC for further clarification and direction. Transmission towers and ROW requiring vegetation management are located in Modoc, Shasta, Tehama, Siskiyou, and Sacramento counties. The location of individual work sites and other information pertinent to each work unit is contained on the vicinity maps in Appendix A. Most of the transmission towers in the project area are located on terrain which will require access by 4-wheel drive vehicles. It is the Contractor's responsibility to reach the work sites identified on vicinity maps. Access routes will be identified on maps along with transmission towers which will require the Contractor to walk to the work site.

2.2 Definitions

Triple Rinse: Filling the empty container at least 1/10 full of clean water, replacing the container lid, shaking vigorously for at least 15 seconds and immediately pouring contents from the container into the batch tank. This will be done three times.

Batch Tank: A mixing tank with a constant agitator that can be moved and operated separately from the clean water tank; for example, mounted on a separate vehicle from the clean water tank, or mounted on a trailer.

Herbicide Mixture: The herbicide, water, surfactant, and dye.

Herbicide: The concentrate before mixing occurs.

Ground Level: Not to exceed 4” 

3.0
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

3.1 Contractor Responsibility

The Contractor shall furnish all equipment, tools, herbicides, drift control agents, oil dilutants, spray pattern indicator, additives, supplies, transportation, and labor required for application of herbicides around transmission right-of-way, towers, and access roads as designated by the attached site specific lists and diagrams and in accordance with the technical specifications written below in Section 4.0.

The contractor shall NOT subcontract herbicide application. All herbicides will be applied by the Contractor who receives the contract award.

The Contractor shall determine if personal protective equipment and other health and safety related equipment is required for performing the work covered by this statement of work. The Contractor shall furnish all required equipment and ensure his employees use it. The Contractor shall provide all required medical monitoring, health physicals, and record keeping.             

Proper application of herbicides is the sole responsibility of the Contractor. The Contractor shall comply with manufacturer's written label directions.

3.2 Application Equipment Requirements

A. Batch tank with agitator (need for agitation based on solubility of herbicides).

B. Clean water tank with a back flow prevention device or air gap separation. The water tank must be free of pesticide residue.

C. Locked storage area for herbicide(s) and containers (when not under direct supervisory control).

D. Spill kit containing a minimum of 25 pounds of absorbent material such as kitty litter, two 30 gallon, 4 mil polyethylene garbage bags with ties, and 2 shovels. Spill kit should have enough absorbent to cover one day's volume of herbicide mix.

3.3 Calibration and Equipment Check

Prior to and during work the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) reserves the right to inspect, test, and approve equipment. For example, the COR will check for cracked hoses, worn seals, and leaks.

3.4 Priority of Work

A phased approach is planned for this contract. Work shall proceed in the order prescribed by the COR. Each work unit shall be completed prior to moving on to the next unit unless otherwise directed by the COR.

3.5 Supervision

The Contractor shall provide competent supervision and take all necessary precautions to protect persons or property against injury or damage. The Contractor shall ensure that each employee entering the work site has experience, training, and if required, the certification, skills, and knowledge necessary to safely and competently perform their assigned tasks. In addition, the Contractor shall ensure each employee receives initial work site safety orientation and continued safety and health training addressing the hazards associated with the work and the measures necessary to control or eliminate the hazards.

Before work starts the Contractor shall designate, in writing, a person to act for him during his absence from the work site. This person shall be in direct contact with the certified and/or licensed pesticide applicator. The Contractor shall list the extent of authority his representative shall have on the job. The Contractor or his authorized representative shall be on the project area whenever work is in progress. In the absence of the Contractor, his authorized representative shall receive orders and instructions from the COR and shall take such action as is required to keep the job in progress under the term of the contract.

The Contractor shall keep his crew organized so that units are covered systematically without skipped areas. The Contractor shall not scatter his crew over different parts of the work unit.

The Contractor shall be responsible for training his employees in the proper techniques to be used during application of herbicides and safety procedures to be followed when handling herbicides.

3.6 Utilities

A. Water - water is not provided. Where water is available from an outdoor source, it will be furnished by Western without charge to the Contractor. When water is not available at the site, the Contractor shall provide his/her own water supply source. Tank truck and/or mix unit must be able to acquire and take on water from rural, city, and/or county water sources. Water supplies contaminated by the Contractor's activities shall be decontaminated by the Contractor at the Contractor's expense and to the applicable federal, state, and local standards.

B. Sanitation - Toilet facilities are not provided. 

C. Electricity - Electrical service is not provided. 

3.7 Licensing and Safety Requirements 

The Contractor shall have a current State of California Agriculture Pest Control Operator License, prior to the award of contract. The Contractor shall obtain all required Federal and State licenses and permits (including the submittal of pesticide use proposals for applications on lands administered by the Bureau of Land Management, National Park Service, Bureau of Reclamation, and the U.S. Forest Service). Contacts with federal and state agencies shall be, coordinated through the COR and contacts with private land owners will be coordinated through the Contractor. Upon award of the contract, Western will provide the Contractor with a list of land owners within the project area and the Contractor will be required to coordinate access and notification with individual land owners.

The Contractor shall register his State License with the appropriate County Agriculture Commissioner prior to any spraying. The Contractor shall be required to do the following:

1. Give the appropriate county agriculture commissioner a Notice of Intent.

2. Complete and file all reports, with a copy to the COR.

3. Complete any other incidental requirements.

The Contractor shall comply with the State of California Safety Orders found under the California Administrative Code. For further information regarding licensing requirements contact California Food & Agricultural Dept., Pesticide Licensing at (916) 322-4647.

The Contractor's Representative on site during the Contractors absence must be a State certified or licensed pesticide applicator or be in direct contact with a certified or licensed applicator.

The Contractor shall be required to notify the COR 7 days prior to the start of herbicide application for work scheduling and orientation.

Services include: (1) to physically cut all hardwood trees and brush and treat the cut surface with the cut stump herbicide mixture. No herbicide application shall take place on existing ornamental landscaping.

Along the Transmission ROW:

Vegetation management services along the Transmission ROW will require the application of herbicide to brush and any hardwood trees. Services include: (1) apply the specified herbicide mixture for foliar/basal bark treatments to undesirable vegetation (brush) with ROW. Ornamental landscaping shall be verified with COR before herbicide application takes place. No herbicide application shall take place on existing ornamental landscaping.

4.3 Work Methods

Cut Stump Treatments

The Contractor shall apply the herbicide mixture as described in this specification. All brush within a 30 ft. radius around each tower or the established cleared area shall at cut at ground level and then sprayed with the herbicide mixture. Spray the root collar area, sides of the stump, and the outer portion of the cut surface including the cambium until thoroughly wet, but not to the point of runoff. Spray mixture concentration should vary with size and susceptibility of species treated. The Contractor shall be responsible for removing all woody debris from project area. 

Foliar and Basal Bark Applications

The Contractor shall apply the herbicide mixture as described in this specification. 

For foliar application, the Contractor shall spray herbicide mixture over all undesirable brush species. The application rate shall be uniform. Coverage of all brush species should be thorough (leaves, stems, and root collars) and sprayed to wet, but not to runoff.

For stands receiving basal application, application will cover the entire circumference of the main stem at ground level and up the bole to a minimum of 20% of overall height. Brush should be sprayed to runoff.

4.4 Batching of Herbicide Mix

Contractor shall do all batching of herbicide mix and conform to label instructions and safety requirements. All batching of herbicide mix should be done in the presence of the COR or their representative at the work site. The seal on all herbicide containers should be broken in the presence of the COR or their representative at the work site. Herbicide containers arriving on the site with the seals broken will not be used unless previously agreed to by the COR or their representative. The batching location will be designated by the COR. When drafting water into the clean water tank, the batch tank and any containers of herbicide concentrate will remain at the approved batching location.

Batching sequence is as follows:

a. One half of the water for the mix shall be put in the batch tank.

b. The herbicide(s) and surfactants shall be put in the batch tank next. Then begin agitation.

c. Now put the remaining water in the batch tank while continuing agitation.

d. The last ingredient to be added to the tank will be the dye.

The spray pattern indicator dye shall be applied at the manufacturer's maximum recommended rate. The COR may approve a lesser application rate for the dye if, in his opinion, spray application can be observed.                        

The herbicide mix shall be under constant agitation (if appropriate) in the batch tank to prevent separation. Just enough herbicide mixture shall be batched so that all mix shall be sprayed out at the end of the day. Every effort should be made to use all batched mix by the end of the work day. The mix shall not sit overnight in the batch tank or other equipment unless permitted by the COR or due to unavoidable weather conditions.

5.0 PROPOSAL CONTENTS

The following will be considered minimum contents of the proposal. Any omissions shall result in rejection of the proposal.

A. A restatement of the 2.0 GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK to clarify the responder’s view of the nature of the services.

B. A schedule of application and unit prices for services based on application of herbicides specified by Western for foliar, basal bark, and cut stump treatment applications. 

C. A description of each of the best management practices proposed.

D. A listing of numbers of personnel, type of application equipment, and materials to be used on the project.

E. Additional areas of expertise, skills, knowledge, and capabilities that the responder possesses.
