Prospective Bidders:

The Department of Energy, Western Area Power Administration (Western), invites you to submit a bid for “Communication Buildings Replacement – Flaming Gorge, Grizzly Ridge, Vernal Sites” under Invitation for Bids (IFB) DE-FB65-05WJ67505.  The estimated order of magnitude for this acquisition is between $250,000 and $500,000.  This letter is not an integral part of the IFB, which is a self-contained stand-alone document.  In the event of any conflict between the contents of this letter and the enclosed IFB, the IFB language shall prevail.  This is a HUB ZONE Set-Aside solicitation.    
Note: When a bidder submits its Bid Bond and the Bid Bond is supported or backed by a Small Business Administration (SBA) Guarantee Loan, the bidder must submit a copy of the SBA Guarantee Loan agreement along with their bid package.  Note: When a bidder submits its Performance and Payment Bonds and the Performance and Payment Bonds are supported or backed by a SBA Guarantee Loan, the bidder must submit a copy of the SBA Guarantee Loan agreement.  Note:  Original signatures are required on documents submitted to meet bonding requirements, including Powers of Attorney.  Facsimile signatures will not be accepted and bids with bond documents that contain facsimile signatures will be rejected as non-responsive.
This IFB consists of Section A, Standard Form (SF) 1442, Sections B through M, and any listed enclosures.  Specifications and drawings will be issued hardcopy and as noted in the synopsis.  Any clause or provision incorporated by reference in this IFB may be viewed in its entirety at the web site http://www.arnet.gov/far/.  Bid prices are to be shown in Section B and bidders are advised to inspect Sections F, G, H, and L for other information that may be required.  Submitted bids must contain as a minimum: (1) Two originally signed and dated copies of the SF 1442; (2) Section B bid prices for those line items being offered by the bidder; (3) Sections F, G, H and L (if information has been requested of the bidder); and (4) ALL required Section K information.

Bidders are advised to submit only bids meeting all the performance and design requirements of the specifications in Attachments A and B, and the performance requirements in Section F.  Telegraphic and facsimile bids will not be accepted.  In no event shall telephone discussions be construed as changes to the solicitation or place conditions on the solicitation.  Only written amendment(s) to the solicitation issued by the Contracting Officer shall constitute a change to the solicitation or specifications.

Sealed bids must be received at the address shown in Block 8 of the SF 1442 by the date and time indicated in Block 13.  Bids received after this date and time will be handled in accordance with the paragraph titled “Late Submissions, Modifications, and Withdrawals of Bids,” Section L of this IFB.

Note: Contractors must register in the Central Contractor Registration database (www.ccr.gov) to be eligible to receive an award from any Federal Agency.  By submission of a bid, the bidder acknowledges the requirement that a prospective awardee must be registered in the CCR database prior to award, during performance and through final payment of any contract resulting from this solicitation.
