Answer: The purpose of the DEAR 952.209-72 Organizational Conflicts of Interest 


clause is to provide a basis upon which the contracting officer can determine 


whether any such interests reasonably indicate that the offeror is unable, or 


potentially unable, to render impartial assistance or advice to the Government, 

or if the offeror's objectivity in performing the contract work is or might be 


otherwise impaired.
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Contracting officers analyze the potential effect of any known interests on 


the 
ability of the apparently successful offeror to provide an objective and 


accurate work product. That ability can be compromised in two significant 


ways:


The first occurs in a situation in which an offeror would be put in a 
position to review its own work product. This would most likely occur 
when the offeror has an existing contract in the same subject matter as the 
prospective contract and, under the existing contract, is responsible for 
reviewing the actions or work product resulting from the prospective 
contract. 


The second type of situation arises if the disclosure or proposal review of 
financial, contractual, organizational, or other interests that relate to the 
subject of the contract reveals information that raises concerns about bias 
or lack of objectivity on the part of the apparently successful offeror. 


The possibility of a conflict is evaluated for each procurement on the facts at 
that time, we cannot make blanket representations in advance.  Therefore, 
it is not our intent that offerors be automatically excluded from follow-on work, 
but that each proposal will be reviewed at the appropriate time.
