SUBJECT:  Request for Proposal No. DE-RP03-03SF22730 for Banking Services Based on the Payments Cleared Financing Arrangement for Stanford Linear Accelerator Center
The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE), National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) Oakland Service Center, is currently soliciting proposals from interested commercial financial institutions, hereinafter referred to as "commercial bank" or "bank," to provide the subject services to The Board of Trustees for The Leland Stanford, Jr., University in support of the Trustees operation and management of the DOE/NNSA Stanford Linear Accelerator (SLAC), located in Menlo Park, California.  DOE/NNSA intends that this procurement action will result in the award of a fixed price contract consisting of a three year base term with two one year options.

The Payments Cleared Financing Arrangement is a financing method utilized by the Federal Government for financing grants, contracts and other programs and utilizes a payment system called the Automated Standard Application for Payments (ASAP) 1031 Account.  Under the payments cleared financing arrangement, the Recipient (SLAC) issues checks for program costs. The commercial bank will honor the checks presented for collection, total the checks and draw down for the net of the account balance from the Richmond Federal Reserve Bank (FRB), or branch thereof.  A description of the services required and procedures to be followed can be found in the ASAP 1031 Accounts User Guide, Attachment B, of this solicitation.

The bank will be compensated for servicing the account using the Direct Payment method.
