
Release of Draft Request for Proposal for the Idaho Cleanup Project (ICP)

RFP No. DE-RP07-03ID14516
The Department of Energy (DOE) has released the draft Request for Proposals (RFP) on the ICP home page at http://www.doe.id.gov.  All qualified parties, including the incumbent contractors, are encouraged to consider submitting proposals.  

DOE plans to achieve substantial risk reduction to workers, the public and the environment through accelerated cleanup of the Idaho National Laboratory (INL).  Contract activities include treatment and disposal of various radioactive waste streams, management of spent nuclear fuel, disposition of excess nuclear materials, deactivation and/or demolition of reactor and non-reactor nuclear facilities, and environmental remediation activities currently funded through DOE’s Office of Environmental Management (EM).  

DOE is seeking input on how the acquisition can be structured to maximize competition and award a contract that empowers the contractor to complete the environmental management cleanup mission in the most timely, cost-effective manner.  One-on-One Meetings are scheduled to be held with prospective Offerors the week of February 17, 2004.  Written comments on the draft RFP must be submitted through the ICP website by 3:00 p.m. Mountain Time, March 3, 2004.  It is not DOE’s intent to respond to each comment, but information related to comments received may be published as appropriate at the above web site under the bullet titled “DOE Responses.”  The source of comments will not be disclosed. It is anticipated that the final RFP will be issued the first week of April 2004 with proposals due to DOE sixty (60) days after issuance of the final RFP.  DOE expects to award the contract in mid-November with a contract turnover date of January 31, 2005.
