I. Funding Opportunity Description.

1.
Background 

The Department of Energy’s (DOE) Office of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy (EERE) is seeking applications for communication and outreach projects to supplement  the GeoPowering the West (GPW) effort.  Through financial assistance awards, DOE intends to provide financial support to States in the Denver and Seattle Regions ONLY, which include Denver (LA, TX,, OK, NM, CO, UT, WY, MT, SD, ND, NE) and Seattle (AK, HI, WA, OR, ID, NV, CA, AZ, American Samoa, Guam, and the Northern Mariana Islands) Regions.  This program is authorized under provisions of the “Geothermal Energy Research, Development, and Demonstration Act of 1976,” PL 93-410; Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency Technology Competitiveness Act of 1989, P.L. 101-218; and the Energy Policy Act of 1992, P.L. 102-486, Title XII.

2.
Program History 

The Geothermal Technologies Program (GTP) mission is to work in partnership with the U.S. geothermal industry and others to establish geothermal energy as an economically competitive contributor to the Nation’s energy supply.   The mission is a primary driver for the Program’s strategy.  The Program has two strategic goals by which its success will be measured:

1. Increase the identified economically-viable domestic geothermal resources to 40,000 megawatts.

2. Decrease the levelized price of electricity from geothermal energy to 3-5 cents per kWh.

GPW is the communication and outreach arm of the GTP.  GPW works with the U.S. geothermal industry, power companies, industrial and residential consumers, and federal, state, and local officials to provide technical and institutional support and limited, cost-shared funding to state-level activities.  GPW increases state and regional awareness of opportunities to enhance local economies and strengthen our nation's energy security while minimizing environmental impact. GPW helps a state or region create a regulatory and economic environment that is more favorable for geothermal and other renewable energy development.  The GPW goal is to dramatically increase the use of geothermal energy in the western United States by promoting environmentally compatible heat and power, along with industrial growth and economic development.  

Geothermal energy represents a major economic opportunity for the American West, an area characterized by a steadily increasing population that requires reliable sources of heat and power. 

GPW is pursuing this opportunity by:

1. Bringing together national, state and local stakeholders for state-sponsored geothermal development workshops; 

2. Working with public power companies and rural electric cooperatives to promote use of geothermal power; 

3. Promoting increased federal use of geothermal energy; 

4. Helping Native American identify and develop geothermal resources on native lands; and 

5. Sponsoring non-technical educational workshops.    

3.
Purpose:

A major problem that hinders geothermal development is that most state and local officials, utility managers, and others are unfamiliar with geothermal energy, have little experience with geothermal development, and have not considered the benefits in providing local jobs for resource development, construction and operation of facilities.  The majority of known resources have lower temperatures appropriate for direct-use and heat pump applications.  Provision of information about the use of geothermal energy for direct-use applications, ground source heat pumps, and electric power generation will help increase its use across the U.S.  Therefore, the objective of this funding opportunity is to seek applications that will encourage, educate, and persuade public and private officials to incorporate geothermal energy in their renewable energy portfolio.

In particular, applications are sought in the following areas:

Outreach and Education for Geothermal Development 

Applications are sought for projects that will provide geothermal-related outreach and information sharing in states with geothermal development potential.   Outreach and information should address geothermal technology, economics of geothermal development, project development process (including local permitting, and access issues).   The information and outreach may take the form of assistance with development of request for proposals, evaluation of offers, especially looking at risk mitigation benefits of geothermal, and possibly education about geothermal characteristics and opportunities.  Projects should include information and outreach activities that will provide land managers, consumer owned utilities, city and county governments, and potential geothermal developers with information on topics such as geothermal technologies, environmental impacts and benefits, and socioeconomic impacts and benefits. 

Trade Missions

Applications are sought for projects that will develop and implement geothermal “trade missions” between states with significant geothermal development and state with little to no geothermal development.  Development of trade missions includes identifying relevant stakeholders and decision-makers within a state and organizing events with counterparts in other states that have greater development of geothermal resources.  The events would include site visits, plant tours, and workshops that would examine common barriers and opportunities for geothermal development such as resource exploration and mapping, rural electrification needs, land access, transmission constraints, legislative incentives, environmental impacts, and regulatory issues. 

Geothermal Resource Information
Applications are sought for projects that will develop and implement a plan to assemble resource assessment information on geothermal resources for power generation, direct-use and ground source heat pumps for all consumer-owned utilities in a particular state.  The plan should describe in detail the steps necessary for exploiting geothermal power generation, direct- use applications and ground source heat pump opportunities.  States that have already completed a similar project through a State Energy Programs (SEP) grant are not eligible.

Cost Benefit Analyses

Applications are sought for projects that will involve case studies of the benefits and costs of deployment of geothermal direct-use or electric generation projects in western states.  The projects should review available information related to geothermal development, develop nominal project parameters, identify the attributes of good geothermal project locations, analyze the economic benefits of state-of-the-art projects at those sites, and develop a plan to promote the economic benefits to industry and the associated communities to state, local and federal entities.  The economic analysis should consider at a minimum (1) revenue from sale of the heat, electric power, or other products; (2) cost and tax flows associated with construction, operations and maintenance; (3) total labor costs; and (4) rents, royalties, and other payments to owners of surface or resource rights.  Studies of existing or potential projects will be acceptable.

  8.  Notice Of Right To Request Patent Waiver.   
Applicants may request a waiver of all or any part of the rights of the United States in inventions conceived or first actually reduced to practice in performance of an agreement as a result of this announcement, in advance of or within 30 days after the effective date of the award.  Even if such advance waiver is not requested or the request is denied, the recipient will have a continuing right under the award to request a waiver of the rights of the United States in identified inventions, i.e., individual inventions conceived or first actually reduced to practice in performance of the award.  Any partent waiver that may be granted is subject to certain terms and conditions in 10 CFR 784.

Domestic small businesses and domestic nonprofit organizations will receive the patent rights clause at 37 CFR 401.14, i.e., the implementation of the Bayh-Dole Act.   This clause permits domestic small business and domestic nonprofit organizations to retain title to identified inventions.  Therefore, small businesses and nonprofit organizations do not need to request a waiver.

  10. Participation by Federally Funded Research and Development Center Contractors.
Federally Funded Research and Development Center (FFRDC) contractors are not eligible for an award under this announcement, but they may be proposed as a team member subject to the following guidelines:

Authorization for non-DOE FFRDCs.  The Federal agency sponsoring the FFRDC must authorize in writing the use of the FFRDC contractor on the proposed project and this authorization must be submitted with the application.  The use of a FFRDC contractor must be consistent with the contractor’s authority under its award and must not place the FFRDC in direct competition with the private sector.

Authorization for DOE FFRDCs.  The cognizant contracting officer must authorize in writing the use of a DOE FFRDC contractor on the proposed project and this authorization must be submitted with the application.  The following wording is acceptable for this authorization.

“Authorization is granted for the _____________ Laboratory to participate in the proposed project.  The work proposed for the laboratory is consistent with or complimentary to the missions of the laboratory, will not adversely impact execution of the DOE assigned programs at the laboratory, and will not place the laboratory in direct competition with the domestic private sector.”  

Value/Funding. The value of, and funding for, the FFRDC portion of the work will not normally be included in the award to a successful applicant.  Usually,  FORMDROPDOWN 
 will fund a DOE FFRDC contractor through the DOE field work proposal system and other FFRDC entities through an interagency agreement with the sponsoring agency.

Cost Share.  The applicant’s cost share requirement will be based on the total cost of the project, including the applicant’s and the FFRDC contractor’s portions of the effort.

APPENDIX A - DEFINITIONS

“Amendment” means a revision to a solicitation.

"Applicant" means the legal entity or individual signing the Application.  This entity or individual may be one organization or a single entity representing a group of organizations (such as a Consortium) that has chosen to submit a single Application in response to a solicitation.

"Application" means the documentation submitted in response to a solicitation.  NOTE:  Application is referred to as Proposal in IIPS.

"Award" means the written documentation executed by a DOE Contracting Officer, after an Applicant is selected, which contains the negotiated terms and conditions for providing Financial Assistance to the Applicant.  A Financial Assistance Award may be either a Grant or a Cooperative Agreement.

"Budget" means the cost expenditure plan submitted in the Application, including both the DOE contribution and the Applicant Cost Share.

"Consortium (plural consortia)" means the group of organizations or individuals that have chosen to submit a single Application in response to a solicitation.

"Contracting Officer" means the DOE official authorized to execute Awards on behalf of DOE and who is responsible for the business management and non-program aspects of the Financial Assistance process.

"Cooperative Agreement" means a Financial Assistance instrument used by DOE to transfer money or property when the principal purpose of the transaction is to accomplish a public purpose of support or stimulation authorized by Federal statute, and Substantial Involvement (see definition below) is anticipated between DOE and the Applicant during the performance of the contemplated activity.

"Cost Sharing" means the respective share of Total Project Costs required to be contributed by the Applicant and by DOE.  The required percentage of Applicant Cost Share is to be applied to the Total Project Cost (i.e., the sum of Applicant plus DOE Cost Shares) rather than to the DOE contribution alone.  

"Financial Assistance" means the transfer of money or property to an Applicant or Participant to accomplish a public purpose of support authorized by Federal statute through Grants or Cooperative Agreements and sub-awards.  For DOE, it does not include direct loans, loan guarantees, price guarantees, purchase agreements, Cooperative Research and Development Agreements (CRADAs), or any other type of financial incentive instrument.

“Federally Funded Research and Development Center (FFRDC)” means a research laboratory as defined by Federal Acquisition Regulation 35.017.

"Grant" means a Financial Assistance instrument used by DOE to transfer money or property when the principal purpose of the transaction is to accomplish a public purpose of support or stimulation authorized by Federal statute, and no Substantial Involvement is anticipated between DOE and the Applicant during the performance of the contemplated activity.

“Industry Interactive Procurement System (IIPS)” is DOE’s Internet-based procurement system which allows access to DOE’s business opportunities database, allows user registration 

and submittal of Applications:  http://e-center.doe.gov/.

"Key Personnel" means the individuals who will have significant roles in planning and implementing the proposed Project on the part of the Applicant and Participants, including FFRDCs.

"Participant" for purposes of this Solicitation only, means any entity, except the Applicant substantially involved in a Consortium, or other business arrangement (including all parties to the Application at any tier), responding to the Solicitation.

"Project" means the set of activities described in an Application, State plan, or other document that is approved by DOE for Financial Assistance (whether such Financial Assistance represents all or only a portion of the support necessary to carry out those activities).

“Proposal” is the term used in IIPS meaning the documentation submitted in response to a solicitation.  See also Application.

“Recipient” means the organization, individual, or other entity that receives a Financial Assistance Award from DOE, is financially accountable for the use of any DOE funds or property provided for the performance of the Project, and is legally responsible for carrying out the terms and condition of the award.

"Selection" means the determination by the DOE Selection Official that negotiations take place for certain Projects with the intent of awarding a Financial Assistance instrument.

"Selection Official" means the DOE official designated to select Applications for negotiation toward Award under a subject solicitation.

"Substantial Involvement" means involvement on the part of the Government.  DOE's involvement may include shared responsibility for the performance of the Project; providing technical assistance or guidance which the Applicant is required to follow; and the right to intervene in the conduct or performance of the Project.  Such involvement will be negotiated with each Applicant prior to signing any agreement.

"Total Project Cost" means all the funds required to complete the effort proposed by the Applicant, including DOE funds (including direct funding of any FFRDC) plus all other funds that will be committed by the Applicant as Cost Sharing.
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
