            The Announcement is amended as follows:
a. The due date for this Announcement is changed to April 7, 2004, not later than 5:00 PM Eastern Time.  Therefore, the cover page Due Date is changed from March 15, 2004 to April 7, 2004. 
b. Under III. Eligibility Information, 1. Eligible Applicants is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

Applications are limited to States Entities in the Denver and Seattle regions ONLY, which include Denver; Colorado, Kansas, Louisiana, Montana, Nebraska, New Mexico, North Dakota, Oklahoma, South Dakota, Texas, Utah, and Wyoming and for the Seattle region; Alaska, Arizona, California, Hawaii, Idaho, Nevada, Oregon, and Washington are eligible to apply under this FOA.  A State Entity is defined as the State Energy Office or other components of State Government with responsibility for state energy activities.  Universities are not eligible.
c. Under IV. Application and Submission Information, 2. Content and Form of Application Submission, D. Application, iii., Budget Explanation is deleted and replaced with the following required Budget Explanation and Budget Explanation for Subcontractor and shall be included in the application.  Therefore, this section shall read as follows:

Budget Explanation.  Justify proposed direct labor, travel, consultants, large subawards, large or unique “other direct costs”, equipment, etc., and the basis for the cost estimate.  For subawards, identify organization name, description of the scope of work, name of the project leader, and estimated total costs.  The contracting officer may request a more detailed budget for a particular subaward, if your application is selected.  Provide an explanation of the source, nature, amount and availability of any proposed cost sharing. The project narrative must be formatted to separately address each of the sections listed below.  Each section must not exceed the specified page limitation, if any, when printed using standard 8.5” by 11” paper with 1 inch margins (top, bottom, left, and right).  The type must be legible and not smaller than 11 point.  Evaluators will review only the number of pages specified.   Graphics and visual material, including charts, graphs, maps, photographs, and other pictorial presentations, will be counted in the page limitation for each section. 
Unnecessarily elaborate applications are not desired.  Elaborate art work, graphics and pictures will increase the document file size.  Save the Project Narrative in a MS Word file named “Project_Narrative.doc” and attach it in the Project Narrative Attachment.   
DOE WILL EVALUATE AND CONSIDER ONLY THOSE APPLICATIONS THAT ADDRESS SEPARATELY EACH OF THE MERIT REVIEW CRITERION AND SUB-CRITERION.  
Criterion 1:
Project Description



Weight: [30%]



This section must describe in detail the following:

· Provide a complete Statement of Objectives that adequately describes the proposed project.

· How the project meets programmatic goals and funding opportunity objectives.

· Demonstrate a link to the programmatic goals per section I (2).

· Clearly and completely describe the project approach addressing the level of technical quality.
· Technical merit and feasibility of the proposed work. Demonstrate knowledge of past ongoing geothermal activities in the state.  The project is expected to provide new information and methods.  It should not merely address information and methods already available.

The Project Description section must not exceed 10 pages.  

Criterion 2:
Project Management Plan


Weight: [20%]



This section must describe in detail the following:

· Provide a clear and complete description of each activity necessary to complete the project. 

· Provide a project management concept with respect to proposed tasks and organizational structure to achieve project objectives.

· Describe how project objectives will be achieved through realistic milestones and logical task structure. 

· Provide a complete and clear cost and schedule in order to successfully complete the proposed project.

· Describe the implementation plan.
The Project Management Plan section must not exceed 5 pages.   

Criterion 3:
Project Team




Weight: [20%]
This section must describe in detail the following:

· The project team, including experience and qualifications relative to the proposed project.

· Extent of collaboration between public and private officials. 

· Experience of the principal investigator and other investigators relevant to all aspects of the proposed project. 

· Level of participation by project participants.
· Any past or present awards with the Federal Government, as a sub or prime.

The Project Team section must not exceed 5 pages.   

Criterion 4:
Information Transfer


Weight: [10%]


This section must describe in detail the following:

· The method used to timely disseminate the results obtained from the project using conferences, technical publications, and other means.

The Information Transfer section must not exceed 2 pages.   

Criterion 5:
Cost Share




Weight: [20%]



This section must describe in detail the following:

· Explain the cost share amount, the source, and how it will be applied to meet the required commitments per section III (2). 

The Cost Share description section must not exceed 2 pages.   
e. Under IV. Application and Submission Information, 2. Content and Form of Application Submission, D. Application, vii. Project Management Plan is deleted in its entirety.  The Project Management Plan must be submitted under IV.2.D.v., Criterion 2: Project Management Plan.
