ACTION:    Solicitation for Financial Assistance: DE-PS07-03ID14504 Idle Reduction Technology Demonstration And Information Dissemination Solicitation.

SUMMARY:  

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE), Idaho Operations Office (ID) is seeking applications for cost shared demonstration and information dissemination projects of onboard idle reduction technologies on Class 7 & 8 trucks.  The objective of this activity is to select and conduct projects that will produce information on the ability of several idle reduction technologies to enhance economic competitiveness, reduce energy consumption and reduce environmental impacts of the trucking industry. The demonstration project results must be suitable for widespread dissemination.  DOE is very interested in funding innovative, cost effective projects that demonstrate the capability of various idle reduction technologies to reduce fuel consumption and in disseminating that information to the trucking industry.  Idle reduction technology demonstration projects already underway may apply to expand the demonstration project, for analysis tasks and for information dissemination aspects of the projects.  The projects are to address the data collection, analysis and dissemination needs identified by the U.S. DOE FreedomCAR and Vehicle Technologies Program and the trucking industry in the Idle Reduction Technology Demonstration Plan.  The URL for the Demonstration Plan can be found at the end of this document.  

Approximately $250,000 of funding will be available to divide between all of the selected demonstration and dissemination projects in fiscal year 2003.  DOE anticipates making at least two (2) cooperative agreement awards each with a duration of twenty-four (24) months or less. There is the future possibility, based on available funding, to select additional projects in fiscal year 2004, or to extend successful (as determined by DOE) demonstration projects up to an additional 24 months in order to demonstrate longer-term durability and reliability.  

A minimum 50% non-federal cost share is required over the life of the project.  Collaborations between trucking companies or truck owner-operators, idle reduction equipment manufacturers, truck and engine manufacturers, and trucking industry groups are encouraged. Proposals for product research will not be funded.

COST SHARE:

Cost share may be provided as cash or as verifiable, in-kind cost share.  Cost share may not be other federal, federal agency or federal national laboratory funding.  (Reference 10 CFR 600.123 and 10 CFR 600.127.)

Fifty per cent (50%) minimum non-federal cost-share is required for these projects, to ensure participant involvement in each of the proposals and to ensure that the idle reduction technologies demonstrated by this program will be fully implemented by the participants.  There will be no waivers of this cost share requirement.  No fee or profit will be paid to cooperative agreement award recipients.
ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS:

Prime applicants must be United States owned companies.  Applicants should be the primary representatives of project teams that must include a U. S. fleet or group of U.S. truck owner operators.  The fleets or groups of owner operators must be able to acquire trucks with idle reduction equipment or be able to add idle reduction equipment to existing trucks, have suitable trucks for demonstration of idle reduction technology, or be currently demonstrating idle reduction equipment. Since collaborative efforts may be most successful, teams are encouraged to include an idle reduction technology manufacturer, a truck manufacturer with engine manufacturer support, or a trucking industry association.  Preferably, the team will have previous experience on truck operation or idling issues.    

For profit and not-for-profit organizations, state and local governments, Indian tribes and institutions of higher learning are eligible for cooperative agreement awards under this solicitation.  

National laboratories will not be eligible for an award under this solicitation.  
Prime applicants must be United States owned companies.  The term United States-owned Company means: (1) A company that has majority ownership by individuals who are citizens of the United States, or (2) A company organized under the laws of a State that either has no parent company or has a parent company organized under the laws of a State.
A primary purpose of the Federal Non-nuclear Energy Research and Development Act is to support the development of the technical capabilities of domestic resources to produce and use energy in an environmentally acceptable manner.  Furtherance of this purpose supports restricting eligibility as described above.
STATUTORY AUTHORITY:

The statutory authority for this program is the Federal Non-Nuclear Energy Research and Development Act of 1974 (Public Law 93-577).

APPLICATION PROCESS:

An application consists of the DOE Standard Form (SF) 424 form, SF 424A form, a technical proposal, signed letters of commitment, signed letters of intent, exhibits, and other enclosures or attachments.  The application is to be prepared for the complete project.  
The application face sheet is the SF 424, “Application for Federal Assistance.”  This form and SF 424 A are available at the following URL:  http://www.id.doe.gov/doeid/PSD/proc-div.html (in the left frame, click on “Financial Assistance: Application Forms”).   
The technical proposal shall be submitted electronically and formatted such that when printed on standard 8 ½ x 11-inch letter size paper it does not exceed twenty (20) single-spaced pages with text of no more than 14 characters per inch.  Pages that exceed the page limitation will not be evaluated.  Letters of commitment, letters of intent, exhibits, and other enclosures or attachments do not count toward the twenty-page limit.
The certifications and assurances identified in Section VI are supplemental documentation that is required from applicants.  The certifications and assurances shall be submitted as hard copy on appropriate forms separately from the application, due after the application due date.  

SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS:

Completed applications (SF 424 form, SF 424A form, the technical proposal, and signed letters of commitment, signed letters of intent, exhibits, and other enclosures or attachments) are required to be submitted as one Adobe PDF file via the Industry Interactive Procurement System (IIPS) in accordance with the instructions outlined in this solicitation and the IIPS User Guide.  IIPS Submission instructions are included in this solicitation under Appendix A. Individuals who have the authority to enter their company into a legally binding contract/agreement and intend to submit proposals/applications via the IIPS system must register and receive confirmation that they are registered prior to being able to submit an application on the IIPS system.  (Note: Register on IIPS at a minimum of 48 hours before proposals are due.)  Once an applicant is registered with IIPS, a signature on the IIPS is the typed name of the applicant in Block 18 of the SF 424. PROJECTED SOLICITATION MILESTONES:

Applications will be evaluated immediately after the application due date deadline.  Merit review and selection activities are expected to be completed on or about July 7, 2003. Applicants who fail to cooperate fully and in a timely manner during negotiations may be eliminated from further consideration for awards.  Applicants that do not submit the certifications and assurances by the due date will be eliminated from further consideration for awards.  Award activities are expected to be completed approximately two months after selection, by September 30, 2003.  The cooperative agreements will be awarded in accordance with DOE Financial Assistance regulations appearing at Title 10 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Chapter II Subchapter H, Part 600 (10 CFR 600). Incomplete or inadequately supported applications will delay or negate awards.  Unsuccessful applications will not be returned.

SECTION I: SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION

Background

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) Office of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy (EERE), through its FreedomCAR and Vehicle Technologies Program and its Advanced Vehicle Testing Activity, works with industry to develop and deploy advanced transportation technologies that reduce the nation's use of imported oil and improve air quality.  The goal of this demonstration and evaluation effort is to gather objective in-use information on the performance of available (commercial, pre-commercial, production, or pre-production) idle reduction technologies by characterizing the cost; fuel, maintenance and, if possible, engine life savings or savings from extending the life of auxiliary equipment (e.g., alternator, air conditioning compressor, etc.); payback; and user impressions of various systems and techniques.
Project Description

This activity addresses the demonstration and information dissemination of idle reduction technologies in real world truck use.  Proposed projects do not have to include information dissemination activities, but may include information dissemination if that is a capability of the proposing team.  Demonstration projects already underway that propose to expand demonstration, analysis or dissemination activities as discussed in the summary section need to show how data has been collected in a way to ensure data quality. 

Idle reduction systems on truck fleets of various sizes and geographic locations will be monitored for in-use performance. The data collected will be used to identify and develop solutions to widespread implementation of idle reduction technologies.  An important aspect of the data collection will be attempting to quantify factors other than fuel cost savings that are significant but not currently included in the payback calculation on idle reduction technology costs.  
The deliverables to DOE from the completed demonstration and information dissemination projects will be quarterly status reports, evaluation data, and a final report. The final report shall discuss the economics and viability of the idle reduction technology in actual trucking service.  Analysis in the final report shall characterize the cost; fuel, maintenance and, if possible, engine life savings or savings from extending the life of auxiliary equipment (e.g., alternator, air conditioning compressor, etc.); payback; and user impressions of various systems and techniques. All information and reports of technology performance will be shared with interested parties to encourage and facilitate the use of idle reduction technologies.  The information will be publicly available and will show quantifiable data and results, but will not compare, advocate or endorse any specific products or company, nor will DOE make any recommendations.

DOE will develop a case study document for dissemination to the trucking industry so that others can benefit from the methodology and results of the projects.  In the development of the DOE case studies, DOE’s National Renewable Energy Laboratory (NREL) will conduct surveys of drivers using the idle reduction devices to get their perspective on the equipment.  Also, during the demonstration period, DOE and national laboratory personnel will make one or two review visits to the demonstration projects.  
The type and level of information that may be required for the project is outlined in Appendix B. The final information set will be based on the proposal and will be established between DOE and the project team at the initiation of the projects.  The information that is captured will be included in the quarterly status and final reports, and will be used in the case studies.
SECTION II: TECHNICAL APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS  

The technical proposal should be concise and demonstrate a thorough understanding of the proposed project. Elaborate presentations are not warranted.

Since the technical proposal will indicate the capability of the proposer to conduct the work described in this request for proposal, it shall be specific and complete in detail.  The proposal should not merely offer to perform the work in accordance with the solicitation, but should outline and describe the actual work proposed and how it is to be performed over what time period as specifically as possible.  Any deviations and exceptions to the solicitation should be described and fully justified.  Otherwise, deviations and exceptions may be detrimental to the evaluation of your proposal.

Each proposal must contain the following information, as applicable to the proposed project, which should be organized in the following major sections:

1.0 Project Summary—Provide a project summary that describes the proposed idle reduction technology demonstration project.  Include the following information as well as any other information that is needed to support the proposal:

· Describe the composition and organization of the applicant team.

· Provide the team’s fleet or owner operator group’s name. 

· Provide the applicant team’s idle reduction technology manufacturer’s name, and proposed technology.

· Provide the applicant team’s truck manufacturer’s name, and engine manufacturer (if available). 

2.0 Project Plan Details—Provide project plan details on how the team will accomplish the proposed project.  Include the following information, as applicable to the proposed project, as well as any other information that is needed to support the proposal:

· Describe how the project responsibilities are divided amongst the team members.

· Provide an expression of commitment from each project participant. 

· Describe the applicant team’s fleet size, type/operation/vocation, length of service, age of vehicles/engines, base location(s) and primary geographic area of operation, and DOT safety rating.

· Provide the number of vehicles to be used in the demonstration project, both as idle reduction technology equipped vehicles and as “control” vehicles (i.e., similar, unmodified vehicles to produce comparison data.)  

· Describe the applicant team’s proposed truck year and model, engine model and engine manufacturer. 

· Estimate each truck’s current idling time and the expected number of hours, per truck, that idle reduction equipment would be used instead of the truck’s main engine. 

· Give the idle reduction technology proposed, its model number (if available), capabilities (i.e., heat, cooling, electricity, etc.), equipment costs, installation costs (if known), operator training requirements, and availability.

· Describe how the project would be initiated including equipment procurement, installation, driver assignment (single preferred over team), driver training, initial data collection, how drivers would be encouraged to properly use the equipment, etc.

· Describe how the applicant team’s fleet or owner operator currently collects and uses truck operational and maintenance data. 

· List the data the fleet would collect or has collected to support the economic analysis of this demonstration project, how that data would be or has been collected, how data quality would be or has been ensured, and how the data would be communicated to DOE.

· Describe the costs and benefits expected to be realized through utilizing idle reduction technology in this demonstration (considering fuel savings, equipment and labor costs, tax and environmental incentives, etc.)

· Describe the plans (if they exist) of the truck manufacturer and/or idle reduction technology manufacturer to make the idle reduction technology available to a wide cross-section of the U. S. trucking industry at the earliest practicable time.  Describe the prospect for commercialization and market penetration.  Discuss to the maximum extent possible (refer to proprietary information section of this solicitation, Section IV. D. below) current and potential partnering, and licensing directions and potential barriers and how the barriers will be overcome.  Describe how the truck manufacturer and/or idle reduction technology manufacturer would work together in completing an assessment of costs and approach to integrating idle reduction technology into the truck in the truck production line.

· Provide a project schedule, proposed deliverables (data, analysis, reports, materials, etc.)

3.0  Costs—Provide a complete cost breakdown for the project.  Cost breakdowns shall include categories and amounts of labor, indirect costs, materials, equipment, travel, etc., with supporting details and indication of the basis of the cost estimate (historical, quote, estimate, etc.)  Show which costs are intended to be counted as applicant cost share, and which costs are to be funded by the DOE funds.  Tie these costs to the SF 424A budget form.  It is recommended that applicants propose to pay at least half the cost (50%) of any equipment needed for the demonstration as applicant cost share.

4.0  Other—Include the name, address, telephone numbers, fax numbers, type of business entity, and principal point of contact for each organization on the project team.  Applications must disclose the nature of any business affiliations and business alliances between partners in any proposed teaming arrangements.  The parent corporation of each team member should be clearly identified in the application.  Include signed letters of commitment or signed letters of intent from team members, exhibits, and other enclosures or attachments, as applicable to the proposed project

SECTION III: APPLICATION EVALUATION

A. Merit Reviews:

All applications will be evaluated under the procedures for "Objective Merit Review of Discretionary Financial Assistance Applications," which was published in the Federal Register on May 19, 1998 (Vol. 63, No. 96).  

Applicants may be contacted by the merit review committee for clarifications before the committee makes their final recommendation to the Selection Official.  Clarifications may be done in writing, in person, or by video or teleconference.

B.
Selection Criteria:

Only those applications that meet all of the requirements of this solicitation will be considered for selection.  Selections will be made in accordance with the following selection criteria and programmatic considerations.  All applications will be evaluated and point-scored in accordance with the following criteria.  The applications must be fully responsive to each of the criteria.  The criteria used are heavily weighted to select applications that demonstrate significant possibility of producing results usable in the economic analysis and case study of idle reduction technologies in trucks. Factors in this consideration include the composition of the project team, their experience collecting, using and reporting fleet operation information, suitability of the chosen idle reduction technology, the completeness of the project plan.  

Criterion 1 (30 points): Composition and Experience of Project Team—The composition of the project team will be evaluated to determine if there is the required participation of a U.S. truck fleet or group of U.S. owner operators.  The composition and experience of the rest of the team will be evaluated.  The experience of the project team in conducting demonstration projects, and collecting and analyzing operating and maintenance data will be evaluated.  Applicant teams that show past experience operating trucks equipped with idle reduction technologies may have an advantage under this evaluation.  
Criterion 2 (25 points):  Idle Reduction Technology Proposed—The proposed idle reduction technology must have potential to significantly reduce vehicle engine idling, and to reduce idling fuel consumption and emissions, taking into account the energy consumption, cost, and emissions of the idle reduction technology. The manufacturer(s) must be interested and committed to participation in this project and to commercializing the technology whether or not it is available commercially today. The potential for commercial success and market penetration of the technology will be evaluated.  The idle reduction technology must be emissions certified, be certifiable for the application envisioned for this project, or comply with all applicable emissions certification requirements for the application.

Criterion 3 (25 points):  Demonstration Project Concept and Plan—The concept and plan for the proposed demonstration project will be evaluated to determine if the applicant team would be able to complete the project successfully to met the demonstration program objectives, without significant unknowns impacting deployment, operation, and data collection.  The plan will also be evaluated for the adequacy and appropriateness of the schedule (sequence of project tasks, planned levels of data collection, data analyses, principal milestones, and time for each task) and the planned assignment of responsibilities and level of manpower to complete the project.  Applicants that are able to show in the project plan the ability and interest to provide the required data collection would have an advantage under this evaluation.  Teams with fleets or groups of owner operators showing commitment to operating, maintaining, and supporting idle reduction equipment would also have an advantage.  

Criterion 4 (20 points):  Costs— The reviewers will consider the reasonableness and realism of the costs proposed, including labor, indirect costs, materials, equipment, travel, etc.  Proposed project costs will be evaluated to determine the level of team member’s willingness to provide cost share.  The amount and type of cost share (50% minimum over the life of the program) to which the team commits will be evaluated.  

C.
Weighting of Criteria:

The criteria will be based on a maximum of 100 points.  The evaluation criteria are weighted as indicated above.
D.
Programmatic Selection Considerations:

In conjunction with the evaluation results and rankings of individual applications, the Government will make selections for negotiations and planned awards using the following programmatic considerations:

 1) A balanced portfolio of demonstration projects (i.e., diverse technologies, applications that benefit diverse vocations in the trucking industry, complementary efforts, geographic distribution, etc.).

 2) The proposed project’s relevance to DOE FreedomCAR’s programmatic objectives, including achieving energy savings, reducing negative environmental impacts – particularly regulated emissions and greenhouse gas emission—and maximizing the number of excellent projects funded.

3) The total proposed cost of the project will not be point scored.  Applicants are advised, however, that notwithstanding the lower relative importance of the project cost, the cost may become a consideration in selections. 

SECTION IV: GENERAL CONDITIONS

A. Non-governmental Reviewers: 

In conducting this evaluation, the Government may utilize assistance and advice from non‑Government personnel.  Applicants are therefore requested to state on the cover sheet of the applications if they do not consent to an evaluation by such non‑Government personnel.  The applicants are further advised that DOE may be unable to give full consideration to an application submitted without such consent. 


B. Application Preparation Costs:

DOE is under no obligation, and will not pay, for any costs associated with preparation or submission of applications.  

C. Partial Awards:

DOE reserves the right to support, or not to support, all, or any part of any application.  Unsuccessful applications will not be returned.  Unsuccessful applicants may request a debriefing from the Merit Review Chairman.

D. Proprietary Application Information:

Applications submitted in response to this solicitation may contain trade secrets and/or privileged or confidential commercial or financial information which the applicant does not want used or disclosed for any purpose other than evaluation of the application.  The use and disclosure of such data may be restricted, provided the applicant marks the cover sheet of the application with the following legend and specifies the pages of the application which are to be restricted in accordance with the conditions of the legend:

"The data contained in page(s) ___ of this application have been submitted in confidence and contain trade secrets or proprietary information, and such data shall be used or disclosed only for evaluation purposes, provided that if this applicant receives an award as a result of or in connection with the submission of this application, DOE shall have the right to use or disclose the data herein to the extent provided in the award.  This restriction does not limit the government's right to use or disclose data obtained without restriction from any source, including the applicant."  

Further, to protect such data, each page containing such data must be specifically identified and marked, including each line or paragraph containing the data to be protected with a legend similar to the following:

"Use or disclosure of the data set forth above is subject to the restriction on the cover page of this application." 

It should be noted, however, that data bearing the aforementioned legend may be subject to release under the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), if DOE or a court determines that the material so marked is not exempt under the FOIA.  The Government assumes no liability for disclosure or use of unmarked data and may use or disclose such data for any purpose.  Applicants are hereby notified that DOE intends to make all applications submitted available to non‑Government personnel for the sole purpose of assisting the DOE in its evaluation of the applications.  These individuals will be required to protect the confidentiality of any specifically identified information obtained as a result of their participation in the evaluation.

SECTION V:  Notices to Applicants

A.
False Statements

Applications must set forth full, accurate, and complete information as required by this solicitation.  The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in 18 U.S.C. 1001.

B.  
Application Clarification

DOE reserves the right to require applications to be clarified or supplemented to the extent considered necessary either through additional written submissions or oral presentations.

C.
Amendments

Any amendments to this solicitation will be posted on the U.S. Department of Energy Industry Interactive Procurement System (IIPS).  Only the Contracting Officer may amend this solicitation.  Any data, information, or instructions coming from any other source are not official.

D.
Applicant's Past Performance

DOE reserves the right to solicit from available sources relevant information concerning an applicant's past performance and may consider such information in its award evaluation and negotiation process.  Past performance information may include an applicant's on-time reporting history.

E.
Commitment of Public Funds

The Contracting Officer is the only individual who can legally commit the Government to the expenditure of public funds in connection with the proposed award.  Any other commitment, either explicit or implied, is invalid.

F.
Application Effective Period

All applications shall remain in effect for at least 180 days from the application due date.

G.
Availability of Funds

The actual amount of funds to be obligated in each fiscal year will be subject to availability of funds appropriated by Congress.  DOE reserves the right to fund in whole or in part, any, all, or none of the applications submitted in response to this solicitation.

H.
Assurances and Certifications

DOE requires the submission of pre-award assurances of compliance and certifications, which are mandated by law or regulations.  These submissions shall be completed and provided when requested by the contract specialist.

I.
Pre-Award Costs

The government is not liable for any costs incurred in preparation of an application.  Awardees of research projects may incur pre-award costs up to ninety days prior to the effective date of the award. ELECTRONIC SUBMISSION

Applications must be submitted through the DOE Industry Interactive Procurement System (IIPS) at http://e-center.doe.gov in accordance with the instructions in this solicitation.  ONLY APPLICATIONS SUBMITTED THROUGH IIPS WILL BE CONSIDERED FOR AWARD.

ELECTRONIC SIGNATURE

Applications submitted through IIPS constitute submission of electronically signed applications.  The name of the authorized organizational representative (i.e., the administrative official, who, on behalf of the proposing organization, is authorized to make certifications and assurances or to commit the applicant to the conduct of a project) must be typed in the signature block on the form to be accepted as an electronic signature.  A scanned copy of the signed document is not required.
