BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES:  The Federal Energy Management Program (FEMP) works to reduce the cost and environmental impact of government by advancing energy efficiency and water conservation, promoting the use of distributed and renewable energy, and improving utility management decisions at Federal sites.  

Applicants are encouraged to log on to the FEMP website http://www.eere.energy.gov/femp to learn more about program activities and priorities.

PROJECTS REQUESTED/AREAS OF INTEREST:  Applications for energy efficiency and renewable energy projects with definitive outcomes and deliverables must relate to one or more FEMP programs and/or priorities, and include at least one Federal facility.

Applicants should submit applications that promote and facilitate FEMP’s program areas:

1. Sustainable design and construction;  

2. Energy-efficient/sustainable features as part of building security/energy reliability;

3. Energy efficient operations and maintenance; assessment and implementation of load and energy reduction techniques - especially in resource constrained areas;

4. Building measurement, verification and commissioning;

5. Distributed and renewable energy projects;

6. Renewable power purchases;

7. Renewable technologies and the siting of renewable power on Federal sites;

8. Biomass, geothermal, combined heat & power technologies;

9. Enhanced use of energy-efficient procurement and bulk purchase guidelines/specifications;

10. Water/Resource conservation;

11. Alternative financing of projects implementation, including but not limited to ESPC/Super ESPC, UESC, and other state funding opportunities such as public benefits charge, renewable energy portfolio, state energy tax credits, and low-interest loans.
EVALUATION CRITERIA:  Each application should be formatted so that the evaluation criteria is easily applied, and includes a detailed narrative, work plan, and milestones.  

1. How well and clearly the application supports FEMP’s program areas. Overall merit, impact and significance of the deliverables and benefits of the proposed activities. Direct involvement of the State.  (40 points)

2. Viability of approach; probability of successful project completion. Clearly stated objectives, measures of success, deliverables, and schedules.  Balanced and reasonable cost estimates for the project’s stated benefits; level of cost-sharing partnerships.  Capabilities and dedication of applicant’s team as shown by education, experience, and/or past performance.  (40 points)


3. Level of innovation on projects not previously funded by FEMP, and likelihood for replication in the public sector.  (20 points)

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  Direct State involvement must be evident throughout the course of the project.  Evidence of support of State officials and the Federal agency participant(s) or other partners is encouraged.

Meetings, conferences, workshops, and training sessions, and projects duplicating existing FEMP outreach and education will not be considered as projects in/and of themselves.

FEMP funds shall not be used for the purchase of land, buildings, and vehicles, or solely for the purchase of equipment.
