Controlled Hydrogen Fleet and Infrastructure Demonstration and Validation Project

The Solicitation is amended as follows:

1.  Appendix A Definitions:

a.  The definition for “Regions” is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

“Region” means critical climatic conditions that are considered by the automobile manufacturer to be important in defining fuel cell vehicle design parameters (i.e., efficiency, performance, durability of the fuel cell vehicle).  Up to three regions could be considered to demonstrate the vehicle in different climatic conditions (i.e., hot weather may impact thermal management systems, hot arid conditions can influence the durability of the fuel cell electrodes and membranes, and cold freezing conditions may limit the performance of the fuel cell system).
b.  The definition for Hydrogen Vehicles is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

“Hydrogen Vehicles” for this Solicitation are light duty vehicles (LDV) such as automobiles; light duty trucks (LDT) and medium duty passenger vehicles (MDPV) such as SUVs, light trucks, and vans; light heavy-duty trucks, such as passenger vans and small urban delivery trucks.

c.  The definition for “LDT” is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:


“LDT2” means Light Duty Truck.  GVW is 0 – 6,000 lbs.  Test weight is 3751 – 5750 lbs.

d.  The following definition is added:

“LHDT” means Light Heavy-Duty Truck.  GVW is 8500 – 19500 lbs.

2.  Appendix C Statement of Objectives:
a.  Under Section IV, Project Objectives, A. Hydrogen-Powered Vehicles, the fourth bulleted item is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

· Vehicles from the following categories will be considered:

· light duty vehicles (LDV) such as automobiles;

· light duty trucks (LDT and medium duty passenger vehicles (MDPV) such as SUVs, light trucks, and vans;

· light heavy-duty trucks (LHDT), such as passenger vans and small urban delivery trucks.

b.  Under Section VII, Deliverables, the Frequency for the Deliverable entitled Cost Reports is changed from Monthly to Quarterly
