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The purpose of this amendment is to revise Provision 4.9 SUBMISSIONS FROM SUCCESSFUL APPLICANTS; clarify Provision 5.1 COMPLIANCE REVIEW CRITERIA; revise Program Categories/Sub-opportunity areas identified herein; and revise Appendix D PROGRAM CATEGORY MATRIX, and Appendix E MODEL COMMITMENT LETTER, to the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement.
Accordingly, the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement is hereby amended as follows:
1. 
Provision 4.9 SUBMISSIONS FROM SUCCESSFUL APPLICANTS (OCT 2003), is hereby revised to include the following as the last paragraph of the provision.  This paragraph addresses a potential applicant’s need to fill out the “Representation of Limited Rights Data and Restricted Computer Software” certification found within the Certifications/Assurances/Representations section of the NETL Website.

The “Representation of Limited Rights Data and Restricted Computer Software” certification is designed to identify asserted “limited rights data” and “restricted computer software” as defined in the “Rights in Data – General” or the “Rights in Data – Programs Covered Under Special Data Statutes” provision (See Intellectual Property Provisions at www.gc.doe.gov/gcmain.html).”   

2. Provision 5.1 COMPLIANCE REVIEW CRITERIA(DEC 2003), specifically Compliance Review Criteria No. (4), is hereby deleted in its entirety and the following is substituted in lieu thereof.  This amendment hereby clarifies the intent of Compliance Review Criteria No. (4).

“(4)
Application is complete.  This review will verify that all the information required by Provision 4.6 APPLICATION (OCT 2003) of the Master Funding  Opportunity Announcement, including information required by the specific Sub-opportunity Announcement, is contained within the application.”

3. Sub-opportunity No. DE-PS26-04NT42068-02 Industrial Technology Program, is hereby deleted in its entirety, and revised Sub-opportunity No. DE-PS26-04NT42068-02 is substituted in lieu thereof.  This revision to the Industrial Technology Program Sub-opportunity adds another area of interest to the Sub-opportunity which allows the States to expand upon their existing industrial technology projects.  The link to the revised Sub-opportunity has been updated through the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement.  The updated link is also provided with this amendment.
4. Sub-opportunity No. DE-PS26-04NT42068-03 Building Codes and Standards, EVALUATION CRITERIA No. (1) Approach, is hereby deleted in its entirety, and the following is substituted in lieu thereof:
“(1) Approach: Ability of the project to significantly contribute to the adoption, implementation, or enforcement of building energy codes which meet or exceed Standard 90.1-1999, 2001, or 2004 and the 2000 or 2003 International Energy Conservation Code, or to significantly contribute to the evaluation of building energy code implementation and enforcement.  (35 points)”
The intent of this revision is to eliminate the limitation in the first evaluation criteria which may have unintentionally resulted in disqualifying States that are still in the process of adopting and implementing earlier editions of the identified Standard and Code.  The link to the revised Sub-opportunity has been updated through the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement.  The updated link is also provided with this amendment.

5. Sub-opportunity No. DE-PS26-04NT42068-04 Rebuild America, section entitled “PROJECTS REQUESTED/AREAS OF INTEREST,” is hereby deleted in its entirety, and the following is substituted in lieu thereof:
“PROJECTS REQUESTED/AREAS OF INTEREST:  

A.  Rebuild America partnerships operate in five sectors:  State & Local Government, Colleges and Universities, Commercial Buildings, Multi-family Housing, and K-12 Schools.  Applicants are encouraged to develop proposals that relate directly to the objectives of the program as outlined in the Rebuild America Strategic Plan.  Proposals should be consistent with pressing energy, environmental and resource needs affecting their State.  Multi-sector proposals are both allowed and encouraged.  Proposals should as a minimum include the specific items as listed in the evaluation criteria under the five categories of:  (1) Project Description and Implementation Plan; (2) Qualifications of Participating Organizations and Individuals; (3) Sustainability; (4) State SEP Project Grant History; and (5) Quantity and Quality of Cost Share.

B.  Rebuild America is also seeking alternative means of providing products and services, including the distribution of publications that can be used nationally; expertise and experience in a practice like performance contracting; technical expertise in a building technology through participating work with a University or State sponsored project; and a successful model for implementing building retrofit projects within a community or sector.  States and their partners that have developed a particular expertise and are able to provide that expertise to other partnerships are encouraged to submit a proposal that:


1. defines the product, service or expertise


2. discusses the method by which it would be made available to other partnerships


3. identifies specific costs associated with providing the service or product

4. demonstrates resource availability necessary to respond to other partnership requests for the service or expertise


5. defines a geographic area within which the product or service will be made available

States may submit proposals for either part A or part B or both.  As stated in the Special Requirements, only one state specific grant will be awarded to each state.” 

The purpose of this revision is to more clearly define the type of projects being sought under the two areas of interest.  All other sections of this sub-opportunity remain the same.  The link to the revised Sub-opportunity has been updated through the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement.  The updated link is also provided with this amendment.

6. Sub-opportunity No. DE-PS26-04NT42068-05 Building America, is hereby deleted in its entirety, and revised Sub-opportunity No. DE-PS26-04NT42068-05 is substituted in lieu thereof.  This revision to the Building America Sub-opportunity increases the ESTIMATED FUNDS AVAILABLE from $300,000 to $450,000; further defines the intent of the cost sharing evaluation criteria within the Sub-opportunity to specify that applications received under this Sub-opportunity shall be evaluated on the amount and type of cost share; and better defines the technical assistance role the Building America Consortia can play in a proposed project.  The link to the revised Sub-opportunity has been updated through the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement.  The updated link is also provided with this amendment.
7. Appendix D to the Master Funding Opportunity has been revised to accurately reflect the estimated funds available under Sub-opportunity No. DE-PS26-04NT42068-05, Building America.  The revised Appendix D is attached below, and, has been updated within the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement.

Appendix E MODEL COMMITMENT LETTER, to the Master Funding Opportunity Announcement, has been revised to reflect current criteria references.
